₋ SME: grant of up to 60% of eligible costs (60% for small companies, 

50% for medium sized companies)
₋ Large Company: mixed funding of up to 50% (funding is composed of a
₋ grant and a loan part)
₋ Universities and research organizations may be subcontracted
